Second: Postgraduate Deqgrees

Admission Requirements:

1) Applicants must have a Bachelor's degree in pharmaceutical sciences from the
Faculty of Pharmacy, Ain Shams University or one of the faculties of pharmacy in
Egyptian universities that were accredited or equilibrated by the Supreme Council of
Universities. His general grade should be at least “good” and his grades in the

specialty courses should be at least “very good”.

2) Applicants for a doctorate degree must have a master's degree in the same

specialty.

3) Applicants for Master’'s and PhD programs must work in an organization that allows

him to register and conduct the practical part of his research.
4) The student's specialization must be within his field of work.

5) Applicants with experience in pharmacy practice are preferred in the Pharm D

program.

Master’s Degree in Pharmaceutical Sciences

Duration of study: not less than two years and not more than four years from the

date of registration.

Credit hours for study: 72 credit hours, distributed as 8 hours for general pre-
master’s courses, 18 hours for specialized courses, 42 hours for conducting and

writing experiments related to the thesis, and 4 credit hours of scientific activities.

Postgraduate PharmD Program

Duration of study: two years.

Field training: including cardiology, oncology, infectious diseases and other

specialities.

Credit hours of study: 76 credit hours, distributed as 34 hours of courses and 42
hours of clinical rotations distributed over the 2 years of the study.

Students who have not previously studied clinical pharmacy at the undergraduate

level, must earn a clinical pharmacy diploma from one of the faculties of pharmacy in

Egyptian universities that were accredited or equilibrated by the Supreme Council of

Universities.
